In the Bible, what’s the difference between 
 a “Nazirite” and a “Nazarene”? 

 

A Nazirite was a devout Jew who voluntarily took a vow to abstain from alcohol 
and not to cut their hair for a designated period of time.  The vow is described in 
Numbers 6:1-21.  In 1 Samuel 1:11, Hannah, the prophet Samuel’s mother, 
promises to give him over to God as a Nazirite for his whole life.  A Nazarene is 
a person who comes from the city of Nazareth in Galilee – which is where Jesus 
grew up with his earthly parents, Mary and Joseph.  The Jews sometimes referred 
to followers of Jesus as belonging to the “sect of the Nazarenes”, but that was a 
derogatory term for Christians.  The Jewish leaders in Jesus’ day would hate a 
Nazarene (if it referred to a follower of Jesus), yet, they would highly regard a 
Nazirite.  In Acts 24:5, the Jewish leaders condemned the Apostle Paul as being 
“a ringleader of the sect of the Nazarenes.”  However, it indicates in Acts 18:18 
that Paul took a Nazirite vow, which would have been looked upon favorably by 
the Jews.
